Sub : COVID-19 vaccination drive for RRCAT CHSS
beneficiaries at RRCAT Colony — regarding.

Reference is invited to this Section’s Circular of even No. 392 dated 19.03.2021 and
413-417 dated 26.03.2021 extending facility of COVID-19 vaccination to the eligible categories
of CHSS beneficiaries of this Centre through M/s. Choithram Hospital & Research Centre
(CHRC), Indore and Arihant Hospital & Research Centre (AHRC), Indore on credit basis and
permitting beneficiaries to get themselves vaccinated from the Centres/Hospitals/Clinics of their
choice and convenience (both Government and private) @ Rs. 250/- per dose.

2; In addition to the above facilities, arrangements have also been made for vaccination of
eligible categories of RRCAT CHSS beneficiaries above the age of 45 years at RRCAT Colony in
collaboration with M/s. Choithram Hospital & Research Centre (CHRC), Indore on credit basis as
per the existing Government guidelines. The cost of vaccination will be borne by the Department.

3. All eligible categories of CHSS beneficiaries of this Centre may, therefore, avail the
vaccination facilities being extended through CHRC, Indore at RRCAT Colony w.e.f. 06.04.2021
(Tuesday). The venue of vaccination will be at Physiotherapy Centre, Near RRCAT Medical
Centre, RRCAT, Indore. Please note that the entry to the Vaccination centre is arranged
from the gate near HP Gas agency and not from the regular entry to Physiotherapy centre.
The schedule for vaccination drive is given in the Annexure-1 and beneficiaries will be allowed
strictly as per the time slots allotted to them.

4. All CHSS beneficiaries are advised to register themselves on COWIN website at
www.cowin.gov.in or ArogyaSetu app. before visiting Vaccination Centre at RRCAT Colony.
The beneficiaries may please note that while registering themselves on the above website/app
they should not book a slot (date and time) in any hospital/centre/clinic for vaccination. While
visiting the vaccination centre they must carry with them (i) Aadhar Card, (ii) CHSS
Registration Cards, and (iii) proof having registered for the vaccination on the above
Website/app. which will be verified at the Counter at Vaccination Centre and token no. will be
issued to the beneficiary accordingly on first come first served basis as per the time slots allotted

in the Annexure.

by General instructions/guidelines for vaccination for the CHSS beneficiaries are also
enclosed herewith as Annexure-2. All the CHSS beneficiaries are requested to strictly follow these
instructions/guidelines before/during/after vaccination. CHSS beneficiaries may note that
vaccination will be done strictly as per the guidelines issued by Government from time to time.
The beneficiaries are advised not to approach Medical Officers at RMC unless required on account

of pre and post vaccination complications.

6. All CHSS beneficiaries may please note that the vaccination drive is undertaken as a
welfare measure to contain the spread of COVID-19 infection. As such, RRCAT Administration
will not be held responsible for any unpleasant/unexpected incidents arising on account of
COVID-19 vaccination. However, a team of Medical Officers of RRCAT will be available during
the vaccination campaign at RRCAT Medical Centre to attend any medical emergency.
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7. The retired CHSS beneficiaries may come for vaccination on any date mentioned above during the
vaccination drive in RRCAT Colony. However, in order to avoid inconvenience and long waiting time, the
retired beneficiaries are advised to obtain the token number over telephone extn: 7044 between 11.00 AM
to 12.30 PM on all scheduled days of vaccination and visit the Vaccination Centre after 02.30 PM on the
day of vaccination as per the information given to them by the contact person.

8. The Physiotherapy Centre will remain closed on all the days of vaccination.

RMC PHYSIOTHERAPY CENTRE

This vaccination drive is exclusively for the beneficiaries who are yet to receive their
first dose of vaccination.

The Beneficiaries are advised to follow all COVID-19 related protocols viz.
maintaining social distancing, sanitization and wearing of mask properly.

Only the beneficiary who is to be vaccinated shall be allowed to enter the
physiotherapy centre. If the beneficiary needs assistance, one person will be allowed
to accompany her/him.

After vaccination the beneficiaries are advised to wait for 30 minutes in the
observation area for any inadvertent symptoms. After completing observation time,
vaccinated beneficiary should immediately leave the vaccination centre on
instructions from vaccinating staff present.

The CHSS Beneficiaries who have any acute illness like cold, cough, fever, body ache,
headache, loose-motions, vomiting, etc. should not come for vaccination and consult
Medical Officers at RMC, RRCAT regarding when to be vaccinated.

COVID positive patients and their Primary contacts are not to take the vaccine
before 1 month after the completion of their quarantine period.

All the Beneficiaries are requested to bring their own drinking water and should not
come empty stomach for vaccination.

Some common side effects viz. fever, body ache, shivering, headache, join pain, pain
at the injected spot can be expected after vaccination which can be managed with
adequate rest, ample water intake and only Paracetamol Tablets. As such,

beneficiaries are advised not to take pain killers.

The Beneficiaries who have any drug allergy or allergy of any kind should inform
before getting the vaccine and will be vaccinated only after consultation with RMC

Medical officer.

10) The Beneficiaries who are on any immunosuppressant and any anti-cancer therapy

should contact RMC Medical officers before getting registered.

11) COVID-19 appropriate behaviour, namely wearing of mask, social distancing and

sanitising should continue even after completing two doses of vaccination.

12) All are requested to cooperate by following the guidelines and make this

vaccination drive successful and safe.
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
